The New Haven Symphony Orchestra, about to embark upon its 2011-2012 season, is pleased to announce openings in its Junior Board. The Junior Board program is intended for motivated high school students with a demonstrated interest in orchestral music and a commitment to community service. The program will provide its young members with the opportunity to gain understanding of the operation of a not-for-profit arts organization, and to develop leadership skills through meaningful volunteerism supporting the mission of the NHSO.

Program 

The Junior Board of the NHSO will consist of a maximum of twenty-four members who are full-time students in grades 9 to 12 in good academic standing. Students selected for the Junior Board will need to commit to attend several special events during the academic year, at least three Symphony Series Concerts on Thursday evenings, at least one Pops Series performance and at least one Family Concert during the season. There will also be a mandatory informational meeting at the end of August 2011. Members can expect to devote at least 20 hours of volunteer service to the NHSO in addition to the special events during each academic year. 
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During the 2010-2011 season, not only did Jr. Board members enjoy symphonies by Brahms, Mozart Mahler and more, they also participated in sessions with Pulitzer prize winning composer Augusta Read Thomas and MacArthur Award winning composer Jin Hi Kim and had an Auditioning Master Class with Maestro William Boughton. 

Hands-on volunteerism may include ushering and box office duties at performances, providing assistance at family and young people’s concerts, assisting at fundraisers, rehearsals and other NHSO functions, and assisting in the planning and implementation of one of the orchestra’s educational programs. Students entering grades 9 through 12 in the fall of 2011, who have a demonstrated interest in orchestral music, community service, and the time to commit to the program outlined above are encouraged to apply by completing the attached application form. Applications must be received no later than August 15, 2011 in order to be considered for the 2011-12 season. Applications filed after this due date will be reviewed at the discretion of the NHSO.  The application process is selective; the NHSO reserves the right to select, retain, or excuse Junior Board members solely at its discretion. Applicants should understand that NHSO is seeking a group as balanced as possible by age, and gender, and with diverse backgrounds and interests.
